Ask God to expand your
capacity to experience his joy this week.

I'll never quit loving you and never will. Expect love, love, and more love! Jeremiah 31:3 MSG
The mountains and hills may crumble, but my love for you will never end. Isaiah 54:10

I paid a huge price for you. That's how much you mean to me! That's how much | love you! | sell off the
whole world to get you back, trade the creation just for you. lIsaiah 43:4 MSG

He will rejoice over you. You, will rest in his love, he will sing and be joyful about you. Zeph 3:17

But you, oh Lord, are a God of compassion and mercy, slow to get angry and filled with unfailing love and
faithfulness. Psalm 86:15

Gods loyal love couldn't have run out, his merciful love for you couldn't have dried out. They're created
new every morning. Lamentations 3:22 MSG
